Dear Sir or Madam; 
 
I wish to put my license on inactive status.  I understand that while my license is on inactive 
status, I can do NO contracting in that category.  If I do actively contract work, I am in direct 
violation of the Charlotte County Licensing regulations and action can be taken against my 
license. 
 
I understand that I may only carry my license on an inactive status for a period of (5) five 
years. At any time during or at the end of that (5) five year period, I may activate my license 
by updating my file and paying the full fee. 
 
There will be a $50.00 fee due every renewal period for as long as the license remains 
under inactive status, up to (5) five total years. Nonpayment may cancel the license. I 
understand that it will be my responsibility to ensure the fee is paid, a renewal card WILL 
NOT BE SENT while under inactive status.
