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Natural Resources

Another busy week for Natural Resources staff. In the past week staff has been involved in a number of
projects throughout the county. In West County Staff directed a mechanical reduction of vegetation at the
Cedar Point Environmental Park. This work is part of the ongoing land management efforts but also in
response to the continued threat of wildfire. In 2014 Cedar Point Environmental Park was struck repeatedly
by lightning igniting 8 separate wildfires and burning some 30 acres of the property. In January of this year
again lightning strikes ignited another 3 wildfires which burned approximately 10-15 acres. These wildfires
will continue to occur with some frequency until regular prescribed burning activities become a part of the
land management schedule on this property.

Staff conducted a prescribed burn on Biscayne Trust Conservation Easement on Saturday February 13th.
Staff burned approximately 128 acres. This action is the most effective ecological land management practice
we can employ. Florida is a pyrogenic (fire adapted) ecosystem and many species are dependent on periodic
fire. In addition to the ecological benefits this latest burn satisfies the final condition of the agreed upon
WHIP grant contract with the Natural Resource Conservation Service through the United States Department
of Agriculture.

Staff also led a group of volunteers in an exotic species treatment. The target species in last week’s action
was Brazilian pepper. Brazilian pepper was initially brought to Florida as an ornamental in the landscaping
industry. Like many introduced species this fast growing prolific plant quickly came to dominate our natural
areas and in any disturbed area pepper grows quickly and takes advantage of the space.

Historical Center

The Charlotte County Historical Center opened the historic Cookie House for tours during Lemon Bay Fest on
Feb. 11. A total of 97 people visited the 290 sq. ft. building in Cedar Point Environmental Park in Englewood,
FL. This building was part of the world-renowned Bass Biological Laboratory with connections to Mote
Marine Laboratory in Sarasota, FL.

Burnt Store Road (Phase 3) Widening — Construction consists of widening Burnt Store Road, between the
Lee County Line and a point north of Zemel Road, to a four-lane divided suburban typical section including
stormwater management, drainage improvements, street lighting, 6' sidewalks on both sides of the
roadway, utility relocations and additions. Construction Contract: Gibbs & Register, Construction Schedule:
3/10/2014 - 2/15/2016

This project is complete and is in the final phase of close out.
Punch lists are being completed and a final walk through will be conducted in March.

A ribbon cutting ceremony is scheduled March 24 at 3 p.m. and will be held at the Charlotte County Utilities
plant entrance.

Projects in Design or Negotiation

Piper Road North Extension — Piper Road will be extended north from Henry Street to US 17 at the existing
Regents Road intersection. The Airport Commerce Park has been identified as a priority for business
development. At the present time, there is a limited roadway network in place serving the airport therefore
additional roadway and utility improvements will be required to support new or expanded businesses within

the corridor. Design Contract: Johnson Engineering, Design/Permitting Schedule: 2010-2011, Procurement
Process: February — May 2016, Projected Start of Construction: Summer 2016

All project documents, including bid specifications and design plans, are undergoing a final review prior to
bid solicitation. Engineering staff expect to have the project package ready to send to the Purchasing
Department by the end of February.

Tom Adam’s Bridge Rehabilitation Phase 2 — This rehabilitation project will replace the existing
Tenderhouse, electrical and mechanical equipment. The proposed Tenderhouse will provide a gateway to
Manasota Key and will feature a standing seam roof, color coordinated with the Bridge, and large
observation windows designed to withstand hurricane winds. The proposed Tenderhouse will provide
visibility of traffic and pedestrians approaching the structure when the Bridge is being opened or closed.
Currently, the Bridge tender's view is obstructed. The existing Tenderhouse will be removed providing a
scenic outlook for pedestrians. The existing concrete railing and guardrail will be removed and replaced with
a steel traffic barrier and aluminum handrail, which will allow for widening the sidewalk to a minimum of five
(5) feet. The sidewalk surface will be topped to correct slope and alignment issues, making easier for
pedestrians to cross the bridge. The rehabilitation project also includes the replacement of the existing
traffic gates, traffic signals, the approach slabs, abutment wall cap, slope pavement, and the Bridge will be
repainted. Design Contract: Charlotte Engineering & Surveying, Design/Permitting Schedule: 7/2/2012 -
Summer 2014, Procurement Process: Complete 7/14/2015, Projected Start of Construction: 4/18/2016

Quinn Construction submitted shop drawings for the gear reducers, pedestrian railing, traffic barrier,
aluminum window/door framing material and glazing material, which have been approved, so work can
commence on April 18.
