The Chairman reported on the bicycle path project.  The paths will be 8-feet wide and 
will cost $350,000.  The bid specifications are ready and additional items can be added 
later; items such as lights and landscaping.

• A suggestion was made to use native plants for landscaping due to their low 
maintenance and to install park benches to be used as rest stops by bicyclists & 
walkers.   

• The members would like to see the construction begin and the project reduced 
using four trees around the benches. 

• Concerns were expressed regarding safety at night if there is no lighting on the 
paths 

• Discussion regarding landscaping.  A motion was made to use four live oaks at 
one of the benches but there was no second. 

• There will be no lighting or irrigation available.
