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The Charlotte Sports Park is an 83.1 acre park built in 1987.  
The land was funded by Atlantic Gulf Communities and the stadium 
was funded by the Tourist Development Tax. 

The Charlotte SportsPark is one of the showcase facilities within 
Charlotte County and a perfect location for special events, corporate 
functions, sports tournaments, and other recreation activities. It is the 
Spring Training Home of the Tampa Bay Rays and ome of the Charlotte 
Stone Crabs, the Tampa Bay Rays High-A affiliate. This state-of-the-
art facility features a 360 degree fan-friendly pedestrian concourse, a 
luxury hospitality suite level, two outfield berms, a children’s play area,  
an outfield bar, practice fields, batting cages, a covered pavilion, 
and meeting rooms. The stadium seating capacity is approximately 
7,500.
